As an inner city school with a diverse
cultural and racial student population, Georgs
Green’s specialism is Humanities, with
English, Drama and Citizenship as their leag
subjects. Students from George Green’
spoke about their work with Citizen Schools
One of the major projects they were
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concerned with was gang culture in their
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multi ethnic locality; sometimes causing

considerable problems for George Green’s
and neighbouring schools. Students spoke
about how they had worked together as a
school with the support of people and
organisations in their community on a project
to produce their own film highlighting the

affects of gang culture. They demonstrated
their determination to ensure that the project
was something which involved, and which
was of benefit to, the whole community.

Their hard work has resulted in the
production of a film which will now be

shown in schools and youth organisations in

their area.

A brain storming session followed, led by
George Green’s, to discuss what St Bart's
could do in terms of establishing a
community based project which students
could carry forward into next year.  This
proved to be another very successful activity
— several ideas were generated and voted on,
and pros and cons and ways of managing the
project were all considered. The discussions
focussed on how we might set up a
committee to work on a community project
which would bring local youngsters and the
community together. This productive
session concluded with proposals on the
people we might approach within the school
and any community organisations that may
be able to help.
