The day had finally arrived for our long
journey and a regional final at the very
prestigious Millfield School in Somerset for
our junior girls which comprised 12
competing athletes from Years 7 and 8.
We arrived early so the girls had plenty of
time to climatise to the somewhat windy
conditions and fantastic surroundings

We were competing on the track first of all
and had many superb achievements. Yasmin
Ryder and Amy Lister finished in*land 2°
place and, although placings were not vital in
this competition, they did score some very
high points. Yasmin gained 23 and Amy 21
from just one event which was a great start.
Georgie Bradford and Alex Maughan both
performed well in their 800m, again scoring
some high points, 23 and 18 respectively.

The sprinters and the hurdlers achieved very
well and at the half way stage we were sitting
in second place.

We knew the afternoon was going to be more
difficult as overall this was our slightly
weaker element of the day. However, the
girls still performed well and managed to
score some excellent points. Leah Beechey
scored 20 points in shot with a great throw.
Tamara Yeung scored 18 in the javelin and
both Millie Calkin and Charlotte Fane scored
16 points in the long jump. Al had
competed to a very high standard and worked
hard to achieve their full potential.

The final placings were extremely close. We
finished in fifth place with a team total of 331
points. In fourth place was Pates Grammar
School with 334 points, third was Millfield
with 347 points, second was Portsmouth
Grammar with 355 points and the winners
were Queen’s College with 361 points. As
you can see the overall positions were
extremely close and reflect the high standards
that our girls achieved. Fifth out of eight
schools at a Regional A Final is a tremendous
achievement and the girls should feel proud.
The overall positions for the whole of the
South West Region placed St Bart’s fifth out
of a total of 23 schools. This reflects the high
level they have achieved as a team. Well
done and thank you for your hard work.
