TEN TORS 2014

Ten Tors is a competition in which 2,400
teenagers challenge themselves by attempting
35, 45 or 55 mile hikes over Dartmoor
National Park. It is run by the armed forces
with 43 (Wessex) Brigade heading up the
operation.

This year St Bart’s entered two teams in the 35
and 45 mile categories. The 35 mile team
comprised Aidan O’Neill, Grady Beckett, Jack
MacDonald, Hasan Sheperia, Ollie Evans and
Harry Glen, all in Year 10. Each of the team
put 100% into this challenge and five of the
team completed it with the sixth dropping out
due to an injury towards the end of the first
day. Students in the 45 mile team were
Edward Peppitt, James Preston-Howes, Jess
Emberlin, Josh Waters, Matt Parkes and
Matthew Billinge-Jones from Years 11 and 12.
This team all completed the event!

We travelled to Dartmoor on Thursday 8 May.
Friday was spent having all our kit checked by
the army, planning our routes and packing
everything we needed into our rucksacks for
the two days ahead. Then we were ready for
the 7am start on Saturday!

The start and finish were the most amazing
parts. The start consisted of the Ten Tors
prayer, then a bugle call and two cannons
being fired. The 400 teams then quickly set off
on their challenge with two Sea King
helicopters doing low altitude flyovers.

My team, the 35 mile group, enjoyed
themselves thoroughly. It was probably one of
the hardest challenges undertaken by myself
and the team in our lives. Yet the feeling of
completion outweighed the difficulty! We
faced freezing river crossings, steep inclines,
the famous Dartmoor weather and map reading
all the way. Our three map readers did an
excellent job as we never got lost - a huge
achievement on the arid landscape of
Dartmoor! The event was made even more
challenging as you have to carry all your kit to
ensure you are self-sufficient over the two
days of the event. However, the event is also
psychological. The morale of the team greatly
affects whether they complete or not. Morale
was lifted by songs, jokes, the members of the
three forces and from mountain rescue teams.
The effort put in by the competitors and our
teachers was huge. There were five day hikes
and a practice weekend leading up to the
event, plus extra training opportunities on
other CCF adventure training activities.
Thanks go to the teachers who helped towards
both teams success!

Each
group of students was given a bare plot of soil
with dimensions of 4m x 2m and a brief of
creating a garden that would be judged in early
May. Each group had a fixed budget and used
the skills they had developed during Year 10
Horticulture to create their Show Garden.

We were lucky enough to have Naomi Slade, a
horticultural journalist who writes for a variety
of National press and is a gold-medal winning
garden designer, to judge the gardens. She
was very impressed with the quality of each
garden and the inspiration behind each concept
and stated that the students involved showed
some genuine talent for Horticulture. She also
put the students’ achievement into context
with some staggering facts about the actual
budgets and fanatical attention to detail
required for top-end Show Garden creation at
shows such as the Chelsea Flower Show. Well
done to all.

The winning garden was The Spoon, by
Joanne Willmer, Rebecca Dore, Shannon
Robinson and Aaron Hillier. Their formal
garden was praised for the attention to detail,
the colour palette, the planting design to create
interest from different heights of planting and
the high quality finish. Joanne additionally

received a hand fork and trowel for her
commitment to the project.
